The Bell Barn has been a Saskatchewan 
landmark from the day it was completed, but 
by 2006 was in a state of ruin, beyond 
repair.  In order to preserve this important 
agricultural icon, it was determined that the 
structurally unsound remaining components 
had to be dismantled and reconstructed.  It 
was therefore decided to reconstruct the barn 
on another part of the original farmyard, 
incorporating new material where necessary, 
but following as closely as possible the 
original historic design.
