The Society was formed on August 29, 2006 in 
response to a need to find a way to preserve the historic round stone barn 
erected in 1882 on the Bell Farm just north of Indian Head. 
 
During the subsequent 16 months, a number of initiatives were undertaken 
which were all focused on two primary objectives – [1] to rebuild the Bell 
Barn on public property, and [2] to interpret the history of the Bell Farm 
and this unique structure. 
 
This report outlines what has transpired during that 16-month period, and 
speaks to the work that remains to be achieved in order to reach our 
objective. 
 
The team of people who volunteered to lead the Bell Barn Project through 
its various stages is comprised of individuals from the Indian Head region 
and beyond.  That all are willing to add this project to their already busy 
lives speaks well of their pride in Saskatchewan’s history, and their 
dedication and determination to see the project through to a successful 
conclusion.  
 
It has been a pleasure to serve as the Society’s first Chairman, and I look 
forward to the seeing the Bell Barn reconstruction completed in 2009.

Construction: 
 
The Bell Barn has been a Saskatchewan landmark from the day it was completed, but by 2006 
was in a state of ruin, beyond repair.  In order to preserve this important agricultural icon, the 
structurally sound remaining components must be dismantled and reconstructed in another part 
of the original farmyard, incorporating new material where necessary, but following as closely as 
possible the original historic design.

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Project Overview 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Interpretation: 
 
The Bell Farm is unusual as it is associated with a number of important people and events in the 
history of Saskatchewan.  The following six themes have therefore been identified for 
interpretation at the Bell Barn after its reconstruction is completed. 
 
  
Theme 1 – The Bell Farm:

The round stone Bell Barn is the last major surviving vestige of the historic Bell Farm, which 
was established in 1882.  At the same time as the farm was being constructed, the Canadian 
Pacific Railway was also being built through the Indian Head region.  The Farm was directly 
affected by the North-West Rebellion of 1885, and was subject to a variety of economic and 
environmental difficulties that affected all prairie farmers at the end of the 19th century.  The 
corporate farm was dissolved in 1889, Major Bell left the community in 1896, and the farm was 
gradually sold off into smaller units.  Early in the 20th century most of the farm was divided into 
independent farms that were generally comparable in size to those of other homesteaders on the 
prairie.  By the mid 20th century, most of the surrounding wooden barns and outbuildings located 
in close proximity to the main house of the Bell Farm had been removed or demolished.  The 
house itself was demolished in the 1960s. Only the round stone barn, a few small cottages and a 
portion of one of the wooden barns survived into the 21st century. 
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Theme 2 – Corporate Farming:

Because the Bell Farm (formally known as the Qu'Appelle Valley Farming Company) was 
Saskatchewan's first corporate farm, it was much more than a traditional pioneer farm, such as 
the Motherwell or Seager Wheeler farms.  Its sheer size attests to the business component of this 
enterprise.  The farm was almost 10 miles by 10 miles square, and sub-divided into 25 smaller 
"farms", each under the direct supervision of a manager who reported to Major William R. Bell 
at the farm headquarters just north of Indian Head.  This initiative represented a major business 
investment by high profile businessmen based out of Chatham, Ontario, and included among its 
Board of Directors men such as the Hon. Edgar Dewdney, Lieutenant Governor of the North 
West Territories.  During the first two years of operation, the Company expended almost 
$250,000 – equivalent to over $10 million in today’s dollars.  Other corporate farms were also 
established in present-day Saskatchewan; the Bell Farm was the first and the most impressive of 
the lot. 
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Theme 3 - Innovative Construction:

The Bell Farm featured the first large scale stone barn and combination house-office building in 
present-day Saskatchewan.  Contractor A.J. Osment built over 100 buildings on the farm during 
that initial year of operation, including a number of round wooden granaries that could be rolled 
from field to field as required.  The first round stone horse barn in the North-West Territories 
was also built at this location.  Our Society therefore also wants to stress the importance of the 
Bell Farm complex to the development of Saskatchewan's architectural and construction 
heritage, and the Company’s initiative to embrace new concepts in farm-design technology.   
  
Theme 4 - Telecommunications:  
 

 
 
In its day, the Bell Farm was a state-of-the-art commercial enterprise, and was among the earliest 
in western Canada to employ and eagerly embrace the latest communications technology - the 
telephone.  Major Bell established direct telephone communications between himself at 
headquarters and the outlying 25 managers’ residences in 1884.  This was a remarkable feat, 
considering the fact that the telephone had only been invented by another visionary – Alexander 
Graham Bell - in 1876, and was still very much in its infancy.  Clearly, the Company was in the 
forefront of appreciating and promoting the potential benefits of modern telecommunication 
technology.  
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Theme 5 - Town Planning:

In order to better support the farming enterprise and accommodate the workers on this massive 
farm, the Company subdivided the town of Indian Head from the farm, and erected a grain 
elevator, hotel, flour mill and other facilities at the new townsite.  Unlike most prairie town 
plans, which were laid out parallel to the railway, the town grid for Indian Head was laid out at 
an angle to the rail line so that the primary streets led directly from the railway to the Bell Farm.  
At least a third of the streets were named after company officials. Although the Qu’Appelle 
Valley Farming Company dissolved within a decade of its establishment, the Company had a 
permanent impact on the physical development of the town of Indian Head.

Major William R. Bell has a particularly interesting personal history that deserves special 
recognition.  His story might expand to include other members of the Bell family, depending on 
what material comes to light from that source.  The same applies to Arthur J. Osment, the 
contractor who oversaw construction of the Bell Farm complex, and then went on to construct 
many of the buildings in Indian Head.  At present his life is less well documented, but that may 
change as research on him progresses.

The Bell Farm Provincial Historic Marker, in Indian Head 
 
 
The provincial heritage significance of the Bell Farm has long been recognized in various 
publications, such as the 1924 history entitled: "Saskatchewan and Its People", written by 
provincial librarian John Hawkes.  As well, in the late 1950s the Department of Natural 
Resources erected a Provincial Historic Marker at Indian Head and included the Bell Barn in its 
1960 publication: "Guide to the Historic Sites of Saskatchewan".  
 
After the reconstruction project has been completed, it is proposed that application be made to 
the municipal and provincial governments to designated the Bell Farm and / or the Bell Barn as 
an official heritage site under Saskatchewan’s Heritage Property Act, and to apply to the Historic 
Sites and Monuments Board of Canada to similarly recognize the Bell Farm as a site of national 
historic significance. 
 
Indeed, the Bell Farm, and in particular its unique round stone barn, has been a focal point for 
Saskatchewan tourism in the southern part of the province since it was erected in 1882, much 
like Stanley Mission Church was a focal point in the north.  Even the CPR promoted the Bell 
Farm in its railway literature in the 1880s and 1890s as a prime example of the agricultural 
potential that the prairies had to offer.  The reconstructed Bell Barn, with its accompanying 
interpretive displays and program, will enable this important role to be continued indefinitely.
